[bookmark: _GoBack]Additional Meeting of the international Steering Group for the Policy Area on Clean Shipping of the EU Strategy for the Baltic Sea Region (EUSBSR)

1) Welcome words
Ms Josefine Pallesen, Policy Area Coordinator of PA Ship, welcomed everyone on behalf of the Policy Area Coordinators from the Danish Maritime Authority.

2) Application of the Finnish Transport and Communications Agency for the PA Ship Policy Area Coordinator 
Ms. Anita Makinen from Traficom outlined the main content of the agency´s PA Ship PAC application. Additionally, Ms. Makinen provided a brief introduction of Traficom, focusing on PA Ship work and topics addressed in the PAC application.

No objections were raised against Traficoms application during the meeting. Ms. Pallesen emphasised, that if no objections were raised during the silent procedure via email (deadline October 8 2021), the application would be considered as approved and the group of National Coordinators would be informed hereof. 
Note: The silent procedure was not broken why it can be concluded that Traficom is approved as the new PAC. A formal notice will be given to the group of National Coordinators. 

3) Content of the PA Ship Rules of Procedure
To set up a base for discussion, Ms. Pallesen provided a brief overview on the RoP document that was sent to the PA Ship SG members beforehand. She stressed, for example, that one key idea of the document is to get the Baltic Sea countries more strongly involved with the EUSBSR and harmonize the associated procedures across different policy areas. 

Mr. Ailio from the Let´s Communicate elaborated the content of the RoP in more detail. He noted, for instance, that it would be much appreciated if PA Ship could finalize the document in November 2021 as it still needs to be accepted by the NCG. If that is not doable, then as soon as possible. 
Some countries had concerns regarding article 5 which introduces the concept of a rotating PA Ship Steering Group Presidency. In context to this Ms. Pallesen highlighted that mandatory tasks include the arrangements of two SG meetings, which can be conducted virtually and in close cooperation with the annual PACs work plan and reporting, PACs. Moreover, the PACs have traditionally covered expenses related to such meetings. 

The final approval of the RoP will be done via a silent procedure ultimo October (find details in email). Any countries with concerns are invited to contact the PACs directly no later than October 31 2021. 

4) Next PA Ship SG meeting
The next PA Ship SG meeting will be held on December 8 2021. If Covid19 allow so, the plan is to carry out the meeting in Brussels.
